
How Big Is Your Market , How Fast Is It Growing 

 
 

At some point in the technology market forecasting process the size and growth of the Total 

Available Market (TAM) must be estimated.  For most enterprise technology products and 

services, the user and/or buying decision maker is an employee, the business or a sub-unit within 

the business.  Daniel Research Group (DRG) maintains and continually updates a Business 

Economic Demographic Database (BEDD) that contains the history from 1998 and a forecast to 

2026 of Employees, Businesses, Establishments, and Payroll by Sector (Public and Private), 

Industry and Business size by number of employees.  

 

Sources: The tables and charts below were created from the current database for the United 

States.  The overall economic trend reflects the current forecast published by the Congressional 

Budget Office on January 28, 2019.  The industry tends reflect the industry level forecasts 

published by the Bureau of Labor Statistics and DRGs own analysis.  The business size trends 

are derived by DRG analysis of business size data from the US Census Bureau. 

 

Public Sector historical data comes from the Office of Personnel Management FedScope 

Database, State and Local Government by Function data from the US Census Bureau, The 

Bureau of Labor Statistics, the US Postal Service, the Department of Defense Base Structure 

Reports and Green Book Budget Reports, as well as the US Budget report from the White 

House.  Other Source uses include data from the International Monetary Fund , the US 



Int ernal Revenue Service, and the Bureau of Economic Analysis.  ñBusinessò for the Public 

sector refers to the Federal, State or Local buying entity, usually an Agency or Department.   

 

DRGs integrates these various data sources into a cohesive historical database and applies 

various trend analysis and forecasting methodologies, including its own qualitative assessments 

of the factors and trends influencing the economy and the structure of the economy to produce 

the BEDD.   The entire BEDD or custom subsets can be obtained from DRG.   DRG also 

maintains a similar historical and forecast database form the Consumer segment, as well as a 

second historical and forecasts Enterprise database by Occupation.
